
Tri NZ have developed a sport specific Anti Match Fixing Policy in-conjunction with 

guidelines from the Government, Sport NZ and NZOC. This is part of our commitment to 

ensuring the sport of triathlon is clean and free of any match fixing. 

Please read the full policy here. 

From now on the following people are not able to place bets on triathlon: 

• “Carded” athletes and coaches and agents of carded athletes 

• Athletes who may not be carded but have been formally selected by Triathlon NZ into squads 
eg. Talent squads 

• All athletes, Triathlon NZ accredited coaches, technical officials, managers and support 
personnel who participate in, or are involved in International Benchmark Event or races 
including the Olympic Games, Commonwealth Games, World Triathlon Series, World 
Championships, World Cups, Oceania Events, Continental Cups, Professional domestic or 
international Event or races and any other competition or Event or race that attracts or is 
likely to attract a betting market (including overseas betting markets) 

• All athletes, coaches and administrative and support  staff within the High Performance 
programme of Triathlon NZ 

• Professional athletes who require an international race licence from Triathlon NZ 

• Persons who hold Board or other governance positions within Triathlon NZ 

• Persons who hold management positions within Triathlon NZ 

• Employees (including administrative staff) and/or independent contractors of Triathlon NZ 

• Technical officials 

• Triathlon NZ Selectors 

• Sport NZ and High Performance Sport NZ staff who are contracted to provide support to 
Triathlon NZ
